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PLANNING & TEACHING 
-We use the structure of the ‘Kapow’ scheme of work which covers the National Curriculum requirements 
- A curriculum map allocates learning for Year 1-6. It ensures coverage and progression of learning.
-Units of work follow a sequence of lessons; starting with exploring ideas using a range of media, developing observational skills through mark making, using their own experiences to explore famous art work and finally evaluating and analysing 
-For each termly unit the year groups focus on different aspects of art, which are drawing, painting and mixed media, sculpture and 3D and craft and design to ensure a range of experience 
-Art units are usually 5 lesson units, taught one lesson a week for a series of weeks, or as a block on lessons
-Art units are alternated with DT units.
RECORDING AND ASSESSMENT
-Art folders or sketch books are used for each child; work is kept in chronological order. The objectives for each unit are placed at the beginning of the set of work. Photographs are used to record work which cannot be recorded in folders and can be stored on the share drive
ENRICHMENT
-Art and Craft clubs are offered across the school. 
-Workshops and experts are arranged to broaden experiences

Expressive Art and Design is one of the areas of learning within the Early Years Foundation Stage Curriculum. The children are taught skills to adapt, experiment and play with colours, textures and design with a range of media and materials. The children are able to try out these skills independently during during ‘plan, do, review’ sessions. We aim to develop a child's imagination, creativity and enthusiasm for art.
STRENGTHS
- There is consistency across the school with all using the Kapow scheme of work as a basic structure
- The scheme of work ensures we are building on children’s prior learning through the sequencing of lessons
- We are starting to see progression through the year groups following the scheme being put in place 
-Pupils attitudes towards art and design is positive and developing
