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PLANNING & TEACHING 
-We use the National Curriculum for statutory coverage.
-A whole school skills map allocates learning for Year 1-6. It ensures coverage and progression of learning.
-Units of work follow a sequence of lessons; starting with research, designing, experimenting, making, testing, adapting, and finally evaluating. 
-Each year group has one Food, Nutrition and Cooking unit.
-Other units such as Structures, Mechanisms, Textiles, Electrical Circuits and Computing are allocated to relevant year groups.
DT techniques and media are shared across year groups to ensure a range of experience
-DT units are usually 3-6 lesson units, taught one lesson a week for a series of weeks, or as a block on lessons
-DT units alternate with Art and Design units.
RECORDING AND ASSESSMENT
-DT folders are created for each child; work is treasury tagged and kept in chronological order. The objectives for each unit are placed at the beginning of the set of work. 
- Photos of work in progress or completed work can also be stored on the share drive
-Work is evaluated by pupils using criteria set by the teacher
- Success of skills learnt during the unit is assessed by the teacher and pupils together. 
ENRICHMENT
-Workshops and expert visitors are arranged to broaden experiences.

In EYFS it looks like this:
Our youngest learners follow the 2021 Statutory Framework for the Early Years Foundation Stage and also Development Matters 2021.  They also focus on The Characteristics of Effective Learning. 
We understand that problem solving underpins much of the learning in EYFS, it is through play and discovery that children explore and understand the world around them. 
Designing and making are available as continuous provision as well as skills being specifically taught when appropriate. 
STRENGTHS
-Whole school Skills map ensure good coverage of skills and experiences
-Teachers are beginning to seek  support to enable them to teach DT effectively. 
-Pupils’ attitudes towards DT is positive and developing.

For SEN children it looks like…
-Inquisitiveness, innovation and problem-solving is encouraged in all learners.
