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· adapted using either with the STEP model or the Activity Inclusion Model (AIM).
· STEP model is a simple tool which can be used with the Activity Inclusion Model. 
Space - where the activity is happening? How can you adapt it?
Task - what activity is happening? Can the way the activity is performed be adapted to support or challenge different pupils?
Equipment - what is being used for the activity? 
People- who is involved in the activity? For example, you could have different numbers of individuals on teams to balance a game.  
· AIM works by categorising activities info four different categories. Open activities, modified activities, parallel activities and specific activities
