Vocabulary
Carefully sequenced and explicitly taught vocabulary is essential in children building the schemas necessary to retain the subject knowledge required for History.
Vocabulary is progressively organised, tiered and included on Topic Plans and Knowledge Organiser.
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Teachers are confident and their subject knowledge is very good.  Teachers use the rich, local environment and immersive days to bring history to life and ensure the subject inspires future historians and provides all with relevant skills, such as enquiry and questioning, to equip them for the future. 



Including all learners
At St John’s we believe that all pupils should have
equal opportunity to access every subject and recognise
that often pupils who can find reading and writing
challenging can have high levels of interest or skill in
knowledge rich subjects like History.
Teachers are responsible for ensuring all pupils are
supported and challenged in History.

Subject Leaders are responsible for monitoring the
inclusion of pupils with additional needs and high
interest or skill and will work with teachers and our
SENCO to make the necessary adjustments to the

Enrichment opportunities 

· Trips – Knole House, The Vine/Great Storm, WW2 visiting Normandy in year 6.
· Links with other subjects: Geography – understanding land formation to underpin historical understanding of settlements and invasion. PSHE – Christian values, cultural diversity, different socio-economic backgrounds. English – spoken language & written work and reading to deepen understanding of a topic. Art – painting in Tudor style.  Maths – recognise and use language relating to dates, understanding decades and centuries, embedding chronological awareness. 
· Themed days –e.g. Celebrating Black History at St. John’s. 

Knowledge in History
Substantive strands: 
Topic knowledge- children gain a rich knowledge of the current topic, time period, society or event being studied through our substantive concepts. Topic knowledge is revisited to be secure in long-term memory.
Chronological knowledge- we aim to build a mental timeline of the chronological order of periods and identify key dates and events.
Substantive concepts- securing children’s understanding of the key components: power (monarchy, government and empire), invasion, settlement and migration, civilisation, tax, trade, beliefs and achievements and follies of mankind in order to build pupils’ schemata.
Declarative knowledge- ability to have recall historical facts.  
Disciplinary strands: 
Procedural knowledge/Historical enquiry skills – knowing how to do something, including the skills of: posing a historical question, gathering organising and evaluating evidence, interpreting findings, analysing and making connections, evaluating and drawing conclusions, communicating findings. 
Disciplinary knowledge- children gain knowledge of how historians have studied and analysed the past to know how historians use evidence through our disciplinary concepts: change and continuity, similarities and differences, cause and consequence, historical significance, sources of evidence, historical interpretations.  



EYFS 
· Understanding the world 
· For our very youngest historians, history is found within one of the specific areas of learning for the EYFS; ‘Understanding the World.’ By using first-hand experiences and practical resources, the children are introduced to the concept of the past and changes over time. As well as discussion in class, using language related to the past and changes over time, we have a visual timeline showing key elements related to reception-aged-pupils: a shared EYFS and KS1 timeline in our communal area, marking out the birth of Jesus and a reception child’s life to date. This is then built upon with history studied in Years 1 and 2. Children also visit key concepts through story-time - in particular, when Reception study ‘Traditional Fairytales’. This allows opportunities to become familiar with historical language and concepts.
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
