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· PSHE is taught through activities that are part of our topics in a play-based age appropriate way; as well as in explicit PSHE teacher led sessions following the SCARF scheme of learning.
· Children are introduced to ‘The Zones of Regulation’ and the language attached to this approach, giving them the foundations to build an understanding of how to manage their feelings.
· The children are given the opportunity to engage in social activities, as members of a small group, as well as with their Year 6 ‘Buddies’ and as part of the whole school community.

PSHEINTENT at St John’s we aim to
· promote the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of all pupils. 
· inspire confident learners who will thrive in our changing world.
· encourage pupils to value themselves and others. Allowing pupils to acknowledge and appreciate difference and diversity.
· teach pupils how to make informed choices, preparing them to be positive and active members of a democratic society.
· teach pupils to understand what constitutes a safe and healthy lifestyle.
provide pupils with a toolkit for understanding and managing their emotions

IMPACT at St John’s: 
· Our children will grow up to be confident, reflective, good citizens.
· Children are able to use their knowledge and skills acquired from our PSHE curriculum beyond the classroom, drawing on it in real life situations.
· Children will build on their knowledge as they grow and deepen their understanding, enabling them to become well rounded members of society.
· By assessing the children regularly through observations, discussions and assessment we can effectively determine what learning is taking place and how each child is progressing comparing the pupil’s results against their previous performance.



STRENGTHS at St John’s:
· We have a strong Christian ethos throughout the school which also links to our core values that are promoted and modelled throughout the school day. 
· We follow a ‘peer mediator’ scheme and ‘zones of regulation’ principles that enable children to practice problem solving skills.
· We have two ‘Play Therapists’ that support children with specific needs.
· Our ‘Parent Support Officer’ creates strong links with parents through ‘Little John’s, parent coffee mornings, .and information sessions.
For SEN children at St John’s:
· Lessons are adapted when necessary to meet the needs of individuals ensuring the activities are appropriate and learning is accessible.
· TA’s in the class provide additional support when required including pre teaching specific language and scribing to capture pupil’s ideas and voice.
· We ensure pupils acquire the knowledge they need in order to move onto the next stage in a way that is tailored to their needs.




IMPLEMENTATION at St John’s we
· are supported by the Coram Life Education- SCARF programme.
· teach PSHE from Year R to Year 6 as specific lessons as well as enriching their understanding through immersion days/weeks such as anti-bullying week.
· take cross curricular links when appropriate in other subjects to contextualise their learning.
· revisit key themes throughout the school to deepen their understanding and ensure ideas are built upon in an age appropriate manner.
allow teachers the freedom to adapt the PSHE curriculum when appropriate to ensure it meets the needs of their specific cohort. 
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
