As a maintained primary school we must provide Relationships Education to all pupils as per section 34 of the Children and Social Work Act 2017. We are not required to provide sex education but we do need to teach the elements of sex education contained in the science curriculum. 

In teaching Relationships and Sex Education (RSE), we must have regard to guidance issued by the secretary of state as outlined in section 403 of the Education Act 1996.
RSE is about the emotional, social and cultural development of pupils, and involves learning about relationships, sexual health, sexuality, healthy lifestyles, diversity and personal identity. 

RSE involves a combination of sharing information, and exploring issues and values. 

RSE is not about the promotion of sexual activity.

Today’s children and young people are growing up in an increasingly complex world and living their lives seamlessly on and offline. This presents many positive and exciting opportunities, but also challenges and risks. In this environment, children and young people need to know how to be safe and healthy, and how to manage their academic, personal and social lives in a positive way.
At St John’s we teach RSE as set out in this policy.

INTENT

The aim of RSE at our school is to put in place the key building blocks of healthy, respectful relationships, focusing on family and friendships, in all contexts, including online, in order to help young people to become successful, happy adults who make a meaningful contribution to society. 

We aim to equip pupils to form strong and positive relationships with others and cultivate character traits and positive personal attributes. Alongside understanding the importance of self-respect and self-worth, pupils should develop personal attributes underpinned by the St John’s Christian values of Compassion and Forgiveness, Trust and Tolerance. The universal values of honesty, integrity, resilience, perseverance, courage, humility, kindness, generosity, trustworthiness and a sense of justice are integral to our school belief of All Different, All Equal: All Learning Together in God’s World.

We recognise that parents and carers are the first teachers of their children, having the most significant influence in enabling their child to grow and mature and to form healthy relationships. St John’s aims to work in partnership to complement and reinforce this role. We aim to:

· Provide a framework in which sensitive discussions can take place

· Help pupils develop feelings of self-respect, confidence and empathy

· Create a positive culture around issues of sexuality and relationships

· Teach pupils the correct vocabulary to describe themselves and their bodies

· Prepare pupils for puberty, and give them an understanding of sexual development and the importance of health and hygiene

IMPLEMENTATION

RSE is a fundamental element of our Social Moral Spiritual and Cultural (SMSC) framework. The scheme of work provides a progressive curriculum which builds on children’s stages of development and prior learning. The scheme has been written using:

· St John’s School values

· Relationships Education Statutory Guidance 2020

· PSHE Association resources

· No Outsiders, Everyone Different; Everyone Welcome 2020 materials which support the Equality Act 2010

· Guidance from the National SMSC Quality Mark 2019

· School Acts of Worship 

· A carefully selected range of engaging story books which enable staff and pupils to explore important issues in an age appropriate manner. Protected characteristics such as sexual orientation is fully integrated at timely points in the programme of study as well as part of our lessons within the No Outsiders sessions. 

· The National Curriculum Science Programme of Study

The scheme and resources respond to the challenges and opportunities that children will face in their lives. It also allows for teachers to respond sensitively to individual, group or cohort needs with space to explore current issues and time for pupils to reflect and deepen their understanding of themselves and others. High quality teaching is differentiated and personalised to ensure accessibility for all including pupils with Special Educational and Needs and Disability (SEND).

RSE is taught in both a holistic cross-curricular way within the Personal, Social, Health and Economic (PSHE) Education curriculum and using books as a starting point and stimulus. For example, the book Elmer is used in Year 1 to explore our school vision of of All Equal: All Equal and ‘To understand the importance of respecting others, even when they are very different from themself (for example, physically, in character, personality or backgrounds).’  Biological aspects of RSE are taught within the science curriculum and where appropriate, integrated within our cross-curricular approach. Other aspects are included in Religious Education (RE). 

RSE focuses on teaching the fundamental building blocks and characteristics of positive relationships including:

· Families and people who care for me

· Caring friendships

· Respectful relationships

· Online relationships

· Being safe

Our RSE curriculum is set out as per Appendix 1.

We have developed the curriculum in consultation with parents, pupils and staff, taking into account the age, needs and feelings of pupils. If pupils ask questions outside the scope of this policy, teachers will respond in an age-appropriate manner so they are fully informed and do not seek answers online.

These areas of learning are taught within the context of family life taking care to ensure that there is no stigmatisation of children based on their home circumstances (families can include single parent families, LGBT parents, families headed by grandparents, adoptive parents, foster parents/carers amongst other structures) along with reflecting sensitively that some children may have a different structure of support around them (for example: looked after children or young carers).

In Year 5, pupils will begin to explore puberty and associated physical and emotional changes as required in the Upper Key Stage 2 Programme of Study for Science ‘describe the changes as humans develop to old age,’ where pupils learn about the stages in the growth and development of humans and where they also learn about the changes experienced in puberty.

Additional Content

In Year 6, pupils will revisit puberty in order to prepare them for the changes that adolescence brings. It will also include how a baby is conceived and born. Links are made to the Science curriculum and the RSE curriculum.  

IMPACT
Pupils will have developed the confidence and self-esteem to value themselves and others, talk about feelings and diverse relationships and behave with empathy and responsibility within relationships. Pupils will see difference as enriching to life and community in modern Britain.

Pupils will be able to recognise unsafe situations including those online and be able to protect themselves and ask for help and support.

Pupils will have grown a positive culture around issues of relationships and sexuality and feel emotionally and physically prepared for puberty.

Appendix 3 Outcomes for the end of the Primary School

Policy development

This policy has been developed in consultation with staff, pupils and parents. The consultation and policy development process involved the following steps:

· In January 2019 The Senior Leadership Team used the SMSC audit tool to evaluate and improve our provision. Staff were consulted to address areas for improvement. School was awarded National SMSC Quality Mark Silver accreditation in October 2019.

· Jane Gillhouley and Sally Quirk attended London course January 2020 Developing School Policy

· Following lockdown, the policy was produced for staff, September INSET

· Governor approval September/ October 2020 

· Parent consultation November /December 2020

· Pupil Voice June 2021

Roles and responsibilities

The governing body

The governing body will approve the RSE policy, and hold the Head Teacher to account for its implementation.

The Head Teacher

The Head Teacher is responsible for ensuring that RSE is taught consistently across the school, and for managing requests to withdraw pupils from non-statutory primary components of RSE.

Staff

Staff are responsible for:

· Delivering RSE in a sensitive way

· Modelling positive attitudes to RSE

· Monitoring progress

· Responding to the needs of individual pupils

· Responding appropriately to pupils whose parents wish them to be withdrawn from the non-statutory primary components of RSE

Staff do not have the right to opt out of teaching RSE. Staff who have concerns about teaching RSE are encouraged to discuss this with the Head Teacher.

Pupils

Pupils are expected to engage fully in RSE and, when discussing issues related to RSE, treat others with respect and sensitivity.

Parents’ right to withdraw 

Parents do not have the right to withdraw their children from Relationships Education.

Parents have the right to withdraw their children from the non-statutory primary components of Sex Education within RSE. 

Requests for withdrawal should be put in writing using the form found in Appendix 4 of this policy and addressed to the Head Teacher.

Alternative work will be given to pupils who are withdrawn from Sex Education.

Training

Staff are trained on the delivery of RSE as part of their induction and it is included in our continued professional development calendar. 

Where appropriate the Head Teacher may also invite visitors from outside the school to provide support and training to staff teaching RSE.

Monitoring arrangements

The delivery of RSE is monitored by the Headteacher through:

· Observations, learning walks, work scrutiny, discussions with pupils and parents.

Pupils’ development in RSE is monitored by class teachers as part of our internal assessment systems. 

This policy will be reviewed by Governing body every year.

Spiritual development is the development of the non-material aspects of lfe,
focusing on personal insight, values, meanings and purpose. Pupils should
have the opportunity to experience the “awe and wonder” of life. Students
should develop a zest for life and the courage and ability to persevere,
overcoming any inner resistance and vacillation when approaching obstacles.
They must develop the desire to use and extend what they learn in school. A
student's perspective on life may be informed by a religious belief, but equally
may not.

Social development

Social development helps students to work effectively together, developing the
inter-personal skills required to relate positively with their peers and people of
all ages. Students must also understand how to participate productively in a
diverse and plural society and learn about, and how to effectively engage with
societal institutions and processes. They should understand that a person may
have different roles and responsibilities within society, for example, parent,
carer, employer, employee.

Moral development

Moral development involves supporting students to make considered choices
around their behaviour and the values that provide a framework for how they
choose to live. Moral development is also learning about society's values,
understanding the reasons for them, how they are derived and change; and
how disagreements are resolved. Students must consider the consequences of
personal and societal decisions on the wider community - local and global- and
on the environment and future generations.

Cultural development

Cultural development supports students to understand, feel comfortable with,
value and appreciate the potential enrichment of cultural diversity. They should
challenge discrimination, whether based on cultural o racial difference.
Students should experience cultural traditions embedded in arts, crafts,
language, literature, theatre, song, music, dance, sport, Science, technology and
travel. Students should develop an appreciation of beauty both in experiencing
artistic expression and by exploring their own creative powers.
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
